2. Check water temperature

not work well if control box is inside stainless steel cabinets.

Doing this could affect reception and operation.

Do not install or setup the controller, receiver unit, or wire in areas where they
can be damaged by contact with the back of drawers or cabinet hardware.

Depending on where the remote is located, the unit can be operated by other
parts of the body including your knees, arms or legs.
